The submitted texts will be distributed in advance so that all participants
can read and consider them. If possible, the programme will also feature meetups and
conversations with external guests from the British literary industry.

Open to: translators of prose, non-fiction, essays, stage plays and poetry, with at least two
previous publications

Costs: Participation in the workshop is free of charge; travel costs will be reimbursed. For food
and drink on site, £50 per person will be charged.

Arrival: Monday, 13.11.2023, by 6 pm
Departure: Sunday, 19.11.2023, after breakfast
Participants must attend for the full week.

Application deadline: 15.07.2023

The application is valid as soon as all documents are provided. |deally, the texts should be
excerpts from a translation still underway, or at least not yet printed. Participants will be
selected by 15 August 2023.

- Short CV including previous translations (max. 1 page)

- 4-5 pages of the translation to be discussed at the workshop (double line spacing, line
numbers in left-hand margin, please highlight problems)

- Original text (line numbers in left-hand margin - and please make sure any scans are
easily legible!)

- Short characterisation of the writer and the work, focusing on the issues to be dis-

cussed (max. 1 page)
